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Adding commands to the GPS Tracking System was intended to be a quick and easy process.  This is a step-by-step guide to that process.

1. Add the command to the server side.

a. Locate the commandlist.txt file at /export/home/classes/cs460/gps/cgi-bin/ and add a line to the text file that contains the exact text of your command.  Once this line is added, the controller.pl file should generate your command as a possible option on the web page.
2. Add the command to the client side.

a. In gpsclient.cpp, modify the CommandReceived function by adding an “else if” statement similar to all the rest.  This statement should compare the incoming command to your new command and should execute the necessary function or code if they match.  A response should then be generated (<256 bytes) and the SendResponse function must be called.
That’s it!  Congratulations on the successful addition of yet another useful command to the system.
